Barbless Hooks Only / 
3m, 4m whips and 
margin poles – to suit 
ability and size of 
student. Rods casting 
advice as needed. 
 
Advise students no 
eating during session / 
Advise to cover any 
cuts. 
 
 
Check fishing areas prior 
to sessions and clear as 
necessary 
 
 

 
Advise participants on the 
Dangers / stay seated 
whilst fishing. 
 
No running, no hands in 
pockets when walking to 
swim and from the peg/ 
Adjustable seat boxes  
 
Participants advised as 
needed. Coaches to free 
hooks as required / Use 
lighter hook links.
